Hardly anyone in my year at school had a job, 
and if they did, it was only helping their parents 
whatever they did, but I really wanted to earn 
some of my own money and be able to spend it 
on whatever took my fancy.

Still I did have a bit of money 
in my pocket at the end of the week which was 
what I wanted, after all.

There was no question of having the pony my 
parents had bought me at home, so we had to 
pay for her to be kept at a nearby farm.
